Create a three page website:

1. Homepage

2. News Page

3. Contact Form

Homepage:
Homepage contains Headline, Hero Image, Some Body Text all of which are editable by a content entry user. The last publish date of the page and the user who made the modification should be displayed below the body text.

Homepage also contains a list of 2nd level pages (in this case News and Contact us but if additional 2nd level pages were to be added to the content hierarchy then this structure should be updated).

News Page:

News page collates a list of all news items. News item should be defined as content type in the CMS and the news page should collate all news items that appear as child nodes in the content structure.

News items should contain Headline, image (optional), summary and body. The body should appear as a rich text editor in the CMS backend, you should be able to style the text in a controlled fashion and add links.

News items should allow you to specify an expiry date after which they will not be available on the website. You should also be able to temporarily disable a news item in the CMS.
A list of news items should also be available as RSS.

The navigation of the news page should render the 2nd level pages as the home page does but also a fixed number of child items of the current page (say 5 items).

Contact Page:

The contact form should consist of three fields, Name, Email and Message. All fields should be required and the email form should be validated to ensure that is in an appropriate format. The contact form should not be processed unless it validates.
On successful validation the form is emailed to a pre-defined (configurable) address. The form data is also stored as a content node in the content management system.

Site-wide considerations:
All pages should be XHTML and validate with the w3c validator.

A global stylesheet and javascript file should be included by all pages.

Disabling either CSS or javascript should not impact the functionality of the site.

Page headers and footers are edited in one location and changes are site wide.

URL’s need to be representative of the page title and not contain GUID’s and/or numerical indentifiers.

BONUS points

Use jquery to show the body a news item on the news index page (again this should be unobtrusive).

All content can be edited ‘in context’.

Content rollback

If initial evaluation is passed
Create a sitemap.
Make content searchable (including PDF)
Tagging: Being able to select any type of content based on metadata.
